DUES STRUCTURE CLARIFIED 
 It has been brought to my attention that many 
folks are confused by the International, State and 
District dues structure and how the financial obliga-
tions work in Lions at both these levels. Here is an 
explanation. 
 International:  Dues for International are 
$39.00 per year per member. International bills each 
club twice a year for half of the total dues. $19.50 is 
billed in July and January each year for the number 
of members per club as reported on July 1 and Janu-
ary 1, respectively. This amount due is paid directly 
to International.  
 State and District:  The State and District 
dues are billed in a similar manner. The breakdown 
is below. 
 
State dues         $4.60 per year/per member 
District newsletter    $5.00 per year/per member 
District dues           $10.00 per year/per member 
Total                 $19.60 per year/per member  
 
 State and District dues are billed twice a year 
on September 10 and March 10.  Each bill is for one-
half of the Lions year. The numbers are based upon 
the July and January numbers from International per 
club. The District sends bills directly to clubs for the 
State and District Dues. The District, in turn, sends 
the State dues on to MD-12. 
 Each Club then has the right to determine 
their own dues for their club to cover their own cost 
and needs. This is separate from any monies col-
lected through fundraising. Dues are administrative 
and fundraising monies are public. 
 I hope that this has helped.  Please let me 
know if you still have questions.

Melvin Jones 
Fellowships are given to individuals in recognition of 
significant commitment to humanitarian service.  
The money raised by the Fellowship Program allows 
LCIF to perform such miracles as preserving sight, 
combating disability, promoting health and providing 
disaster relief all over the world. 
  
In 1986 LCI extended the Melvin Jones Fellowship 
program by creating a Progressive program in 
response to Lions’ request for a way to extend their 
commitment to LCIF and recognition for continued 
humanitarian service.  The Progressive Melvin Jones 
Fellow is presented a special lapel pin that contains 
one diamond on the MJF pin. 
  
Today, MJF donations account for 70% of the 
Foundation’s annual revenues.  It is largely through 
the support of this program that LCIF continues to be 
a leader in providing humanitarian service 
throughout the world. 
  
Three years ago the Signal Mountain Club made a 
commitment to be a Model Club in the LCIF 
Campaign Sight First II Program and to donate 
$26,000 over a five year period.  This year we were 
able to donate $5,584 from our Car Raffle proceeds.  
This, along with credits accumulated over time, 
made us eligible to name 7 Melvin Jones Fellows.
